Divine Thirst

St. Mother Theresa often asked her sisters to reflect on the words of
Jesus from the cross: | thirst (John 19:28). In the convents of the
Missionaries of Charity these words are often placed next to the crucifix
in the sanctuary. Though first spoken in Calvary, they continue to echo
throughout all times and places.

In the vision of Mother Theresa, Jesus’ words are not only a natural cry
for drink; they express his desire to draw us to himself; he thirsts for us
and our love. ‘Let anyone who thirsts come to me and drink’ (John 7:37).
In the words of St. Augustine, Deus sitit sitiri: God thirsts to be thirsted
for.

To quote Mother Theresa: ‘Until you know deep inside that Jesus thirsts
for you — you can’t begin to know who He wants to be for you or who
He wants you to be for Him.” When Jesus met the Samaritan woman, He
had a deep thirst for her person and her faith; she joyfully responds to
the invitation of Jesus.

In the book Secret Fire, Fr. Joseph Langford, co-founder of Mother
Theresa’s priests’ community, poetically expresses Jesus’ thirst for each
one of us and for our love. ‘Friends, allow yourselves (as did the
Samaritan woman) to feel Jesus’ thirst for you.’

| thirst for you. | thirst to love you and to be loved by you — that is how
you are precious to me.

| thirst for you. Come to me and | will fill your heart and heal your
wounds.

| thirst for you. If you feel unimportant in the eyes of the world, that
matters not at all. For me there is no one more important in the entire
world than you.

| thirst for you. All | ask of you is that you entrust yourself to me
completely. | will do the rest.
